All parties have the right to be represented by legal counsel.  Failure to bring legal counsel will

constitute a waiver of the right to representation.
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The purpose of the hearing is to hear evidence and argument on approval of the

Gas Management Cost Stipulation between Questar Gas Company, the Division of 

Public Utilities, and the Committee of Consumer Services filed on October 11, 2005.  The

Stipulation settles issues regarding rate recovery of a portion of the costs incurred by Questar

Gas Company in addressing a potential customer safety concern by managing the heat content of

its gas supplies, including a portion of the costs associated with the plant removing CO2 from

coal-seam gas supplies from the Ferron Basin in Emery County, Utah, operated by Questar

Transportation Services Company.  The stipulation is available for review on the Commission

website at http://www.psc.state.ut.us/calendarlog/05LogOct.html or may be reviewed at the

Commission Office, 400 Heber M. Wells State Office Building, 160 East 300 South, Salt Lake

City, Utah or at Questar Gas Company, 180 East 100 South, Salt Lake City, Utah.
